There were two members of the public in attendance and they spoke regarding the

planning application 2023/1487/PIP, item 6(a). A brief history of the land was given and

the reasons for the planning application.

(a) 2023/1487/PIP Permission in principle application for erection of 1no. dwellinghouse.
Land at 366487 146920 Church Street, Stoke St Michael. Recommendation Stoke St
Michael Parish Council recommended the decision be left to the Planning Officer. The
Parish Council understand that the scope of permission in principle is limited to
location, land use and development. The land is within the village development limits
and a single property could potentially fit within the area but it was noted that
historically the land has been used as open space with a misconception that it is public
land.

(b) 2023/1465/PAA Prior Approval for a proposed change of use of agricultural building to
3no. dwellinghouses (Class C3) (No operational development). Land North of Mendip
Farmhouse, Mendip Road, Stoke St Michael. This is a notification only and in line
with Somerset Council’s constitution and the adopted scheme of delegation and terms
of reference, the decision for this application is delegated to the Planning Officers.
